During the negotiations on the chapter concerning the sanitary and phytosanitary measures (SPM) for the Free Trade Agreement between the EU and the Ukraine and also in the preparation process for the opening of negotiations with Moldavia and Georgia, these countries committed to align their animal welfare regulations as well as their SPM with the standards in the EU.

For that reason, the Ukraine is going to present a comprehensive strategy to implement this Agreement. It will be divided into priority areas relating to animal health measures and SPM, like defined in the appendix to that chapter; therewith trade with a special product or product group should be facilitated. The strategy will serve as a reference paper, in which the schedule for the implementation for animal welfare regulations and SPM is set. 

Moldavia and Georgia have, in order to their preparation process for the opening of negotiations with the EU, worked on a comprehensive strategy for implementing the EU-Acquis in the areas of food safety and animal welfare. The strategy includes measures for the implementation with concrete deadlines for the complete legal alignment with the EU-Acquis in the areas of food safety and animal welfare.

Although these countries currently don´t export farm animals or derived products, in the association agreements with Egypt, Jordan, Morocco and Tunisia the SPM-chapter includes commitments to cooperate in the area of animal welfare. The commission is going to demand a phased implementation of the agreements in order to the SPM-Acquis.
